in December 2005 a law imposing virtueamunding but vague restrictions on interrogators
without clear guidance, to voting in 2008 for far more stringent restrictions (a bill which Bush
vetoed) without serious discussion of the s@std benefits of any of these approaches. And
while the Obama Administration has not embraced such legislation, the executive order the
new president signed does effectively the same tNifgg.by contrast, favor a regime
characterized by relatively stgent baseline rules but with flexibility built in for the most
wrenching, highesstakes cases. Without a firmer sense than the public record offers of the
effectiveness of both mildiyand highlycoercive interrogation techniques, any responsible
policy proposal will necessarily be somewhat tentative. And our proposal could shift in a more
or |l ess restrictive direction in response to
interrogation. That said, in our view, it is essential that American interrogatlay be

anchored in law.

When Lieutenant Colonel Jim Crider arrived in the Doura neighborhood of
Baghdad in February of 2007 ag ttommander of 1st Squadron, 4th

Cavalry Regiment out of Fort Riley, Kansas the Sunni neighborhood

appeared beyond hope. The streets were largely empty of life and the air

was filled with the foul smell of burning trash and open sewage.

Improvised explosie devices, small arms fire, hand grenades, and dead

bodles were a normal part of everd LAV patrol in the spring and early summer of 2007.

However, through the ruthless implementation of the counterinsurgency principles outlined in
Army Field Manual 324 and several pragmatic decisions along the way, the neighborhood

began to turn in July of 2007. By the end of September, the unit had seen the last attack on its
forces. Businesses reopened, the streets were full of people, and there was hope. This paper
contains some of the primary lessons learned during their 14 month combat tour. In his
